The vast majority of licensing authorities do an excellent job
and we know you will allow for as many notices as you can, so thank you in advance for your
support If it appears authorities are unnecessarily blocking people from getting together or
holding things up, | will want to know why. We want to do everything we can to make sure
people across the country can come together to support England and enjoy the tournament.
Let’s get behind England and get behind our pubs. This time, it really could be coming home.
